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Greetings.  Alex and I hope that you are 

enjoying the current period of warm, 
sunny weather. Long may it continue- 
until of course it’s gets too hot and we 
start praying for rain!  We English 
(British?) are always complaining about the 
weather, no matter what we receive! 
 

As some of you may know, we have started to be involved with ‘HOTS’  
(Healing on the Streets) in Weymouth.  We are joining with 8 other local 
churches in promoting God’s Kingdom on the streets and over a 100 of us 
went out last Saturday afternoon, 23rd May. We saw a few healings, legs 
lengthened, lives transformed.  You know the usual stuff when God gives us a 
glimpse of His Kingdom.  J 
 
It seemed fitting to me personally, as last Sunday was Pentecost Sunday  (see 

Acts 2). From the first Day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit has proven that He 
will only come to the degree that we have unity. We must want the Holy 
Spirit more than we want to hold on to our differences. Christianity was born 
as a multi-cultural body on the Day of Pentecost when men had gathered from 
"every nation." In the little group at Antioch, which sent out the first 
missionaries to the Gentiles, there was represented those from different races 
and social positions.  
 
When the Lord wants to do something truly great in the earth, this seems to 
be a dynamic that is required. In its most pure form the church will always be 
multicultural. That is why Paul had to resolutely confront Peter concerning 
his hypocrisy of not eating with the Gentiles. Racial equality before God is 
fundamental to the gospel. 
We all need to be able to follow the Holy Spirit, wherever He leads us:  
In our Churches, on the streets, as a 

missionary. Previous leaders of revivals 
Seymour (Azusa) and Roberts (Welsh) believed 
that the Holy spirit required the freedom to 
move through whomever He chose, not just the 
leadership.  
 
They both resolved to allow anyone to be used 
by the Lord, even the most humble believers. 
This sometimes brought embarrassment but, more often, it allowed the Holy 
Spirit to do marvellous things among them.   If we really want the Holy Spirit 
in our midst, we must allow Him to be the leader. He is, after all, God.  In 
other words, we all get to do ‘the stuff’. God moves in different ways at 
different times.  In times of true revival there are usually dramatic and 
unique demonstrations of His sovereignty and it is best to just stay out of His 

way. The rest of the time He seems to delight most in working with and 
through men and women. Even so, our goal should always be to submit our 
will to His and always follow His leading. The more we can do this, the more 
He will usually manifest His wonderful presence. 
 

I am at heart a ‘revivalist’.  By that I mean, I have a longing and a desire for 
God to move in power and might once again in this country and all over the 
world.  In my youth, I met people who had been miraculously transformed by 
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God’s Welsh revival presence, people who 70 years later, still talked about it, 

as if were yesterday. 

Revivals, and any significant move of God (such as HOTS ?),  don't just 
mysteriously happen, they are born through a co-operative effort between the 
Church and the Holy Spirit.  

The Holy Spirit begins this process by filling us with a holy discontentment 
over our own impotence and spiritual barrenness. Next, in response to our 
hunger, He imparts a divine seed, a vision for revival and renewal  deep within 
us.  

God then requires us to become broken and willing to co-operate with this 
vision in an ongoing process of faith, humility, 
obedience, repentance and prayer.  

Truly, God is the only one who can open the womb 
of revival, yet no revival is ever born without 
much costly travail and co-operation. In the 

Kingdom of God there is no such thing as the 
luxury of a surrogate mother or a caesarean.  

We must become willing to be painfully stretched 
and disfigured, as we carry and nurture the 
growing sparks of revival within us. Sleepless nights, a change of appetite and 
unusual pains are all part of carrying a developing child.  

Are you willing for your life to be radically changed and inconvenienced in 
your pursuit of a fresh move of God? God longs for a helper, a co-labourer, a 
bride through which He can father a renewal of His presence. In God's love 
and wisdom He has sovereignly chosen to use frail human beings in this 
birthing process.  

Therefore, it is possible for us to hinder or even completely abort the work of 
revival within us. Let us be aware lest we quench or miscarry the work of the 

Holy Spirit through our own unbelief and neglect. It may be well outside our 
comfort zone. But like the young virgin Mary, it's time for us to totally yield 
to the Father's desire, saying " Let it be done unto me according to your 

word." (Luke 1:38) 
 

I believe the opportunity for a lasting revival stands before us today. We 
need to recognise the time of our visitation. The Holy Spirit is imparting the 
vision for revival within many hearts.  This is no time to be experimenting 
with untested church growth theories, borrowed from books. Clever human 
schemes will never substitute for a lack of true heart preparation and 
travailing prayer. 'When the Word and the Spirit come together, there will be 

the biggest movement of the Holy Spirit that the nation, indeed the world, 
has even seen. (Wigglesworth) 

By neglecting these, I fear many are needlessly squandering away their last 
opportunity for true revival. "Opportunity once passed,ó said Frank 

Bartleman,  òis lost forever. There is a time when the tide is sweeping by our 

door. We may plunge in and be carried to glorious success and blessing and 
victory. To stand on the bank shivering from timidity, or paralyzed by stupor 

at such a time is to miss all, and most miserably and eternally fail. Oh, our 
responsibility! The mighty tide of God's grace and favour even now is 

sweeping by us, in its prayer directed course." (Azusa Street: First Hand 
Accounts of the Revival) 
Opportunity is pounding at our door. The Father is searching for a people 
who will yield to His revival birthing process. "For the eyes of the Lord run to 
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and from throughout the whole 

earth, to show Himself strong 
on behalf of those whose heart 

is LOYAL to Him." (2 Chronicles 
16:9) 
The Father has already begun 
this process among some of His 
praying people. Our modern 
churches must take heed and 
learn that there are no 
shortcuts to lasting revival.  
òExcept a kernel of wheat fall 
into the ground and die, it 

abides alone: but if it dies, it 
brings forth much fruit. (John 
12:24)"  

There will be no true and 
lasting revival until we die to 
our own pride and selfish 
ambition. We must let God the 
Holy Spirit have control of His 
Church again. The church that 
is built upon the foundation of 
Jesus Christ will prevail just as 
He did. Any other foundation 
will have different results.  

The apostle Paul also warned 
that we must be careful how we 
build upon the foundation. He 
declared that all "wood, hay and 

stubble" will be burned up, and 
that only "gold, silver and precious stones will remain."  

Therefore, in our studies of churches or movements we should look for things 
that have proven to be "wood, hay and stubble," which do not last, as well as 
those things which have proven to be "gold, silver and precious stones," which 
do last. Perhaps the need to repent and let the knocking Bridegroom back 
into His house. In early 1905 Frank Bartleman wrote, "I received from God the 
following keynote to revival: The depth of a revival will be determined 

exactly by the depth of the spirit of repentance..." Again he writes, "A body 
must be prepared, in repentance and humility for every outpouring of the 

Spirit."  

This is one of God's great unchanging laws of true revival. It applies to all 
people and for all times. We cannot afford to ignore these clear warnings from 

our spiritual forefathers any longer. There will be no glorious, end-time 
harvest until God finds a people who will embrace and nurture the fruitful 
seeds of revival; FAITH, HUMILITY, OBEDIENCE, REPENTANCE and PRAYER.

The outpouring of God's Spirit will flow 
over from the United Kingdom to the mainland of 
Europe, and from there will begin a missionary move 
to the ends of the earth.'

If only - i-could -see-a-miracle -i-would -believe  

If you are a person who says this about Christianity, excuse me for being sceptical.

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Re-cap: As many of you know we had a very positive meeting in 

February, the focus of which was to suggest ways in which we might 

be able to improve aspects of the fellowship, as well as helping the 

leadership team to formulate a strategy, based on the Churchõs 

vision for the future.  It also gave you the opportunity to share your 

concerns, as well as helping us confirm what we are ôdoing rightõ as 

far as the membership was concerned, and we welcomed many of the suggestions that were 

made. 

Some of the suggestions were: 

¶ More people involved with leading on Sunday mornings 

¶ Change of emphasis for home groups e.g. a more informal evening 

¶ Change in content of sermon notes and topics, less Powerpoint presentations 

¶ Greater variety of hymns / songs for worship 

¶ Intercessory prayer groups with a focus on local and national issues 

¶ Opportunity for people to help / serve in a òbackgroundó capacity 

¶ Making better use of the building during the week 

¶ Social events at peopleõs homes 

The ideas and suggestions were welcomed by the leadership team and we are eager to 

implement many of them. Some changes have been made; for example the format of the 

songs/ hymns has been changed, we are using less PowerPointõs (scripture and bullet points 

only) and are seeking to ôapply scriptureõ that is relevant to our needs.  We hope that this is 

has been positive and would welcome thoughts and reflections on this. 

Having made these initial changes this now seems a very good point to move forward with 

implementing some of the other suggestions.  The involvement of as many of the fellowship 

as possible to put ideas into practice will not only allow the changes to happen but will also 

give another focus for the church working together. 

* Involving more people in leading services/ sharing:  

A number of people suggested that they would be willing to contribute in this way. This 

will have a number of benefits including development of individuals, a variety of styles, 

and therefore appeal, as well as the practical benefits of spreading of roles.  

What to do!  If you would like to have an opportunity to lead or have something to 

share please email, or speak to, Ruth or Martyn so that we can include this when 

planning services. It would be helpful if you could let us know any dates when you will 

be away so we can take this into account; naturally we would discuss it with you before 

setting definite dates. 

* A more informal style for some home groups:  

When this was discussed it was evident that while some people enjoy a formal bible 

study others might a more discussion based format. It would be helpful to know 
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whether members who donõt currently attend Monday evening home group would do so 

if a more informal style was adopted before making the change. 

What to do ! Please let Ruth, Martyn or Alex know if you would attend if the style 

changed by June 13th so that we can be sure we are meeting the needs of those who will 

be able to attend. You may also have ideas which it would be great to hear or you may 

wish to take a lead for some home groups sessions. 

*Practical involvement:  

There are lots of jobs that are essential to the smooth running of services. It has 

been such a blessing having Jade to do the PA but others are desperately needed to 

provide back up so that those leading or sharing donõt have to focus on technical 

matters.  

What to do! Itõs really not too hard! If you could take a turn (after a little training 

if needed) please let Martyn know. Similarly do let us know if you would be willing 

to help with any other role such as welcoming at the door, making coffee etc. We 

would love to give some jobs away!!! 

*Prayer / intercessory group:  

 This is an aspect that the leadership feel is essential to move forward as quickly as 

 possible on, as prayer is the bedrock and foundation of all we do. Attempts have 

 been made to put this in place but with limited success so far, perhaps we havenõt 

 got the right time, format etc. 

 What to do!  It would be really helpful if those that suggested this, or feel strongly 

 about it, could talk to one of the leadership about òWhere? When? How? Who?ó 

 Perhaps you feel that you could take a lead on this ð it would be great to have an 

 energetic driving force to get this moving and then maintain momentum. 

*Using the building / social events  

Please think about ideas for how to do this. What would be fantastic would be to have 

ideas that individuals or small groups feel that they could move forward with. It might 

be one social event or something you would like to run on a weekly basis. 

What to do!  Tell us your ideas and how you think you could help put them into 

practice. 

As a leadership team we are immensely grateful for all of the contributions that are made in 

so many ways by the fellowship. Martyn and Alex aim to have a very open ministry style 

and the leadership is committed to a real team approach which includes everyone. Indeed 

the church can only thrive if this is the case. Prayer and spiritual support is essential and 

greatly valued, so too is practical activity.
